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Spotlight on...
Jim Pascucci

In May of 1993 | was riding my horse in
the Horse Tooth Reservoir 50 mile
Endurance Race. We were trotting down
a road, heading to water stop for the

horses. | decided to drink out of my water

bottle when | heard another horse
galloping up behind us. The last thing |
remember is tapping my reins two times
to signal my horse that | didn't want to

race and turning to look at the other rider.

| came to hours later in the Neuro-ward
with a closed head brain injury, two
broken ribs and a completely separated
acromioclavicular joint. Little did | know
that that was the end of my engineering
manager career and the start of my
Rolfing® career?

| heard another horse
galloping up behind us.

In 1997 while attending my Advanced
Rolfing training Tom Myers, the
developer of “Anatomy Trains”, asked
me to describe my current thoughts on
how to integrate a quadruped structure.
After hearing my explanation he
encouraged me with “You've figured it
out. You have to write a book about it.”
Later in the class, after an impromptu
lunch time demo of working with a dog
my classmates encouraged me to offer
a workshop. It was from this beginning
that | offered my first workshop in March
1998. This has now grown to a 650 hour
modular certification course.

This January the first book on Equine
Structural Integration was published
Equine Structural Integration:
Myofascial Release Manual.
Myofascial release is the tool set that a
structural integrator uses, like an artist
uses paints, clays and brushes. But the
real key to structural integration is the
ability to “see” the possible integration
inherent in a body, just as a sculptor
can see the sculpture in a piece of
granite.

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CASE STUDY:

Captain Morgan

The diagnosis of cardiomyopathy
meant the handsome black cat had to
take three pills every twelve hours.
This took two people, one heavy towel
and created dangerous stress levels as
Captain Morgan reacted with teeth,
claws, hissing and hiding.

When the owners had to go out-of-
town for five days they feared Captain
would not survive. Sheri Ankuda VT,
CPMP. HTAP, ESMT and owner of
Soothing Touch Pet Care, in Concord
Township, Ohio, was recommended.
“Tell Sheri | wish her luck”, was the
veterinarian’s comment to Captain’s
owners.

Sheri met with the owners and
surprised them by not trying to handle
Captain on their first meeting. “We
begin the bond of trust by letting him
watch and listen,” she explained. At the
second meeting he came near, sniffed,
allowed a brief touch, hissed and
marched away.

The next day Sheri came by the house
a few hours after owners had left. She
began, after finding where Captain was
hiding, with off-body stroking. Sheri will
tell you that many shy and sensitive
cats love to be stroked and petted an
inch or two above their body. Captain
quickly responded by coming closer
and arching his body to the rhythm of
the strokes, while sinking away if her
hands came too close. She continued
the off-body massage for a few more
minutes, thanked Captain and let him
be. Their next meeting would be
medication time.

Sheri arrived and took time to breathe
and relax; it would not help Captain if
she were nervous. She got the
medication ready, held it behind her
back, found Captain and began off-
body massage. He responded quickly,
arching and purring. Sheri swiftly
opened his mouth and gave the pills.
Captain swallowed, started to run, then
paused as the massage continued until
he stretched and relaxed.

At Sheri’s next visit Captain wasn't
hiding, and from then on he strolled up
as she arrived, took his medication and
was rewarded with a few minutes of
massage. On-body massage was
added as he became more trusting and
relaxed. Captain had decided taking
pills and getting a massage was a nice
combination!

They were open to
trying off-body massage and never
again needed the thick towels or
caution when giving Captain his
medication.

The best way to conduct business is in
person. Take the time. Make the effort
to travel to their office. That way it is
not just your words that speak; it is
your body language, your energetic
body, your pheromones, your ability to
respond with your whole body to a
question or a concern. Your presence
works to help create a personal
relationship, the most valuable
currency in politics.

When you want to influence legislation
meet with your representatives and
their legislative aides face to face. You
can find your State Senator’s or
Legislator’s contact information online.
Your legislators are people just like
you, with families, pets, insecurities
and goals to do the right thing
whenever possible.

Call his/her aide. This is the person
who makes the appointments and can
get you in to speak with the people you
need to meet. Your legislators have to
see you. That is their job. Find out
which committee in government
passes the laws that affect animal
massage and bodywork such as the
Agriculture and Natural Resources
Committee, and go talk to the people
on the committee. Let them know who
you are. Let them know that you exist.
Let them know that you would
appreciate any advise, direction or
assistance they can give you. Allow
them to help you. That's their job, too.
They want to do the right thing for you
and our animals.

Remember: It is all energy.
