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CASE STUDY:

“‘BIG GUY”

Poor health hit my Standard Poodle,
Winston; know as “The Big Guy” like a
ton of bricks. One day he was fine and
the next he could not walk or support his
own weight. He spent two weeks at the
vet's having test after test run. His
symptoms were high fever, frequent
urination, high enzyme levels and loss of
appetite. He was treated for a bacteria
infection that contributed to his
body/muscle weakness.

After two weeks he was sent home 20
pounds lighter with a bag full of pills. His
diagnosis was a bad bacterial infection
and Myasthenia Gravis. Myasthenia
Gravis is a disease which interrupts the
way nerves communicate with muscles.
This is a so-called “Autoimmune
Disease,” meaning that the immune
system is destroying neuromuscular
junctions as if they were foreign
invaders. What muscles are affected
depends on which junctions have been
destroyed. His X-Rays showed bladder
stones and a fusion starting between his
L6 and L7 vertebra. Surgery to remove
the stones was highly recommended but
he was too weak for surgery. |took him
home and started a therapeutic wellness
program consisting of energy work,
massage and acupressure. He started to
get stronger but was back at the vets
within four days for another seven day
stay.

Home again, the plan was to get him
strong enough to undergo the bladder
stone surgery. | worked on his front and
rear leg muscles several times a day
because of the Myasthenia Gravis. | also
applied pressure to several of his
acupressure points whenever | walked
past him. After two weeks he was
stronger and standing on his own again.

| scheduled him for surgery the following
week. He pulled through the bladder
surgery with more stones than
suspected. The following morning |
brought him home and started his
massage/acupressure program again.

Its only a little over a week since his
surgery but he is quickly recovering. |
believe that massage not only helped
alleviate his back pain it has decreased
his recovery time from surgery. The vet
tech asked me about the massage and
acupressure | was doing. He said it was
unbelievable that Winston was the same
dog he carried in on a stretcher a month
ago.

When | attended the PetMassage
Institute in Toledo | was excited about
starting a pet wellness business and
helping people with their pets, little did |
know one of my tougher cases would be
one of my own pets. I'm so glad that |
had the knowledge to develop a
therapeutic program that has relieved his
stiffness and improved his mobility. He
still has a long road ahead of him but with
his love for life and the techniques |
obtained at the PetMassage Institute |
believe | will get my “Big Guy” back

Case Study

Thunderphobia and
Separation Anxiety

During the Medical Intuitive, Level 2,
training with Kim Seer, | learned a
guantum healing technique that can be
used to not only help people heal from
physical ailments, but also from
emotional issues. Through the many
years | have worked with animals, | have
met quite a few that suffer from anxieties
and phobias, such as thunderphobia and
separation anxiety. | decided to
determine how well this quantum healing
technique, along with all the other
energetic healing techniques | have
learned, can work together to help
animals overcome their fears, phobias,
anxieties, traumas, and behavioral
issues. | decided to focus my study
specifically on Thunderphobia and
Separation Anxiety.

In May, 2007, | recruited 23 dogs to
participate in my informal case study.
Out of the 23 dogs, 16 suffered from
Thunderphobia, 4 suffered from
Separation Anxiety, 2 suffered from both,
and 1 suffered from a Fear of Electrical
Outtages (initially, we were going to
address his separation anxiety, but, upon
further discussion, it was determined that
he had mild separation anxiety — instead
his anxieties occurred during electrical
outtages.)

In June, 2007, | began the sessions with
the dogs. For some of the participants, |
met the dogs and their Guardians in
person for the initial consultation, but the
rest | talked with over the phone. During
the initial consultation, | had all the
Guardians complete a questionnaire so |
could get a better idea of how their dogs
reacted while they were anxious as well
as find out what other things caused
anxiety for their dogs. Other than the few
participants who | met in person for the
initial consultation and session, all
sessions were done from a distance. |
used a combination of energetic
techniques including Quantum Healing,
Reiki, Healing Touch for Animals®
(HTA), Emotional Freedom Technique
(EFT), Flower Essences, and Crystals.
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The few dogs that | did meet in person
for the initial consultation also received a
full body massage.

By mid-October, 2007, | had finished the
sessions for all but 1 of the participants.
Each session was tailored to meet the
current needs of each dog and | provided
as many sessions as | felt were needed,
from a minimum of 3 sessions to a
maximum of 10 sessions. After each
session with a dog, | provided the dog's
Guardian with feedback on what
happened during the session and asked
them to keep me updated on their dog's
progress. Following their dog's final
session, | sent the dog's Guardian a final
qguestionnaire in order to see if their dog's
anxieties had improved and any other
feedback they had to offer. Unfortunately,
North Carolina began a major drought in
July, so we had very few thunderstorms,
making it hard for some of the Guardians
to gauge their dog's reactions. There are
still a few Guardians who haven't been
able to fill out their final questionnaires
due to the lack of thunderstorms
following their dog's final session. But, all
Guardians did keep me updated on their
dog’s progress throughout the case
study.

Based upon the feedback provided in the
final questionnaires as well as throughout
the case study, out of the 23 dogs, 19
have shown improvement. For the 16
dogs with Thunderphobia, 13 have
shown improvement and 3 either no
improvement or haven't been able to tell
due to the lack of storms. For the 4 dogs
with Separation Anxiety, all 4 have
shown improvement. For the 2 dogs with
both Separation Anxiety and
Thunderphobia, 1 has shown
improvement for the Separation Anxiety,
but both are unsure about the
Thunderphobia due to the lack of storms.
For the 1 dog with a Fear of Electrical
Outtages, he has shown improvement.
So, overall, 83% of the dogs who
participated in the case study have
shown improvement. For pictures of
some of the dogs who participated along
with some of their Guardian’s
testimonials, please visit
www.companionchi.com/casestudy.html.

One very important lesson | learned during
this case study was that, no matter what
techniques | use nor how often | work with
a dog, if the dog isn’t ready to heal, then
nothing is going to happen. | was working
with one of the dogs and he just wasn’t
showing any progress. While reviewing my
Quantum Healing notes, | read that, for
these techniques to work, clients have to
want to heal since only they can heal
themselves. | connected with this one dog,
asked for guidance as to whether he was
ready to let go of his fears, and the answer
I got was “No.” Over time, | continually
checked in with him to see if he was ready
to heal and, in September, he said he was
ready. So now when | work with an animal,
I not only ask if they would like to
participate in a bodywork session, but also
ask if they are ready to heal.

Another wonderful outcome of this case
study, other than helping these dogs
overcome their anxieties, is that the
majority of the Guardians who participated
were not at all familiar with energy work
and massage for animals. It gave me the
chance to educate them on these
complementary therapies while also
demonstrating their results. | am already
thinking about the next case study to try,
this time focusing on cats. Itis a great way
to educate people about what | offer as well
as provide documented cases to show to
other animal guardians as well as
veterinarians.

Spotlight on...
Beverly Brady

Natural Healing Center

Ever since | can remember, | have
always wanted horses. When | was little,
that's what | asked for every Birthday and
Christmas. | made myself a promise that
when | got older, | would have a horse. |
kept that promise to myself, and now |
have 5.

| bought my first horse ‘Bud’ when | was
30! | started taking lessons and learning
how to ride. With my instructor as a
guide, | bought a 3 yr old Arabian to work
with and train. She excelled at Dressage
and Competitive Trail Rides. My
instructor also introduced me to Dr. Mark
Haverkos, who | immediately wanted to
learn from. He is a wealth of knowledge
and offered for me to go on calls with
him...which | took him up on. After doing
this for a couple years, he encouraged
me to learn massage therapy. | went to
school and started my own practice in
that. Working with him, and working on
many different horses, along with my
trainer’s help, | was able to turn many
horses around. Many show and race
horses that were not able to perform,
were once again doing well.

Once | had my Arabian going well, | had
the pleasure (and very scary time)riding a
2year old thoroughbred! My trainer
needed someone to ride with her and
asked me to go. This horse was 17hh, |
was used to my 15hh old QH. It was
quite a feat just putting the saddle on her.
But she was wonderful, a fantastic ride
out on the trail. Because of her, | got the
‘itch’ for a larger horse. | found Bolero
about 2 yrs later, a 2yr old anglo/arab
that was 16hh at 2 yrs old. He was green
broke, but a real sweetheart. | bought
him and immediately started working with
him. He advanced quickly thru Intro and
Training Level Dressage, doing First
Level within 2 years of me working with
him. At 4yrs old, he came up lame after
a Competitive Trail Ride, | had the vet
take x-rays. It was bad news...severe
arthritis, in my 4 yr old! | had to do
something, so | made my own rehab
therapy for him, from a show | saw about
people with arthritis, and what they did to
help them. After just one month of my
rehab therapy, he was no longer lame
and was able to be ridden. He has not
been lame since. This is probably when |
really wanted to start looking into other
therapies for other traumas and injuries.

| bought my farm in June 1998, moved
about 1hr from work and from family.
Talk about a scary experience. But it
was something that | had always wanted
to do, have my own place where | could
look out my windows and see my horses.
In Nov 2003, | went to an auction with the
intent of rescuing a horse, another
‘dream’ of mine. | ended up with 2. They
were in such bad shape, that | named
them ‘Hope and Faith’. A few months
later a friend asked me if she could have
1 because she also rescued a horse and
it needed company-so | let her have
Hope. She passed away about 16
months after | rescued her. At least she
didn’t die alone and starving. | just lost
Faith the Saturday before Christmas this
year. When | first brought her home, |
couldn’t get within 10 feet of her, this last
year, she would actually stand by her
stall door for me to pet her face. We
made a lot of progress, and she finally
was able to trust someone.

In 2000, | decided that | wasn't riding as
much as | wanted to, and wanted to build
an indoor arena, so | hired a local person
to do this. The first person didn’t work out
very well, so | had to hire another to
finish the job, it took a year to finally get it
all together, but | finally have one. This
really helps with the classes and rehab.

Working with the race horses and turning
them around, usually within 1 months
time, | started looking into other rehab
therapies, studying different ways to help
horses to get stronger and help them to
come back from ailments, such as EPM,
arthritis, sway back, etc.

Once | realized that my therapies
worked, | wanted to share it with others,
and started a school that would do that. |
didn’t want to teach things that other
schools did, | wanted to be unique and
teach what is actually useful in the horse
world today. That is when | decided to
teach a 3 day course for equine massage
therapy. | also have added 4 or 5 days
for those wanting to learn more than just
the massage part.

Once | bought my own place, | also
decided to live another lifelong dream
and buy myself a Newfoundland dog. My
neighbor had one when | was growing
up, and | found him to be just a wonderful
soul. | have several now, and they are
all just the most wonderful dogs I've ever
known.

While working at the track, | had about 5
trainers | worked for, | had close to a
dozen horses a week to work on, and
they all made significant improvement.

One horse wasn't able to be ridden for 3
months, she would buck everyone off.
Once | realized her problem, and got the
owners approval, | started her rehab and
massage program. After just 2 months,
the horse was being ridden again. The
trainer | did most of the work for had a
win rate of about 75%, the year | was
working for him, we had over 2 dozen
wins, and many other seconds and
thirds.

What | hope for in the next few years, is
of course for my classes to be a
household word, for everyone to know
about my Rehab facility, to take a class,
to learn how to help your own horse! It is
fantastic knowing how to take care of
your own animal if it comes in lame from
the pasture-how to do an evaluation and
find out exactly where the horse is hurt, if
you're at a show or an event, having a
‘secret weapon’ to help your horse
perform to his best ability. In this day of
EPM, arthritis, and other ailments that
seem to take the youth from our beloved
animals, it is great knowing that it doesn’t
have to happen-there are ways to help
them get better! | am just trying to
educate people with the knowledge |
have.

CASE STUDY:

Inspiration struck one evening after
being moved to tears at a massage. |
could feel the love pour out of Angela
as her hands moved across my face.
Once again the thought came to me
about working in massage, but this
time it took a different form and stuck!
That weekend, | saw an ad for the
Animal Wisdom Festival, in August,
and it was July. | knew | had to be part
of the event, so | quit my job, flew to
Toledo and attended the Canine
massage course at PetMassage, Ltd.

Finally, after a lifetime of loving
animals, | realized the way in which |
could work with them.

I went to the Animal Wisdom Festival
that next month. It was a hot summer
day in Florida, but the dogs were out.
Many of them went to the Animal
Wisdom Festival, in Mount Dora.
Gathered were all sorts of people, with
different interests in animals, including
an animal communicator, rescue
groups, animal lovers and a sprinkling
of people who believe in the use of
alternative/holistic methods of treating
animals.

While at the event, | met Charla and
Gizmo, the chocolate Chihuahua. We
discussed the possible benefits for
Gizmo, including stress relief, relief for
sore hips, and abating his allergies.
Then | gave Gizmo his first massage.
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A few weeks later it was found that
Gizmo is allergic to the grass that had
just been planted in the backyard, and
was having a flare-up. He was
receiving injections, but always had a
negative reaction, including what was
described as “blood pooling in his
forearm.”

He got his next allergy injection
(#4) and had a small reaction to it. |
just wanted to reiterate that the ONLY
injection (#3) which he has not had a
reaction to is the one that was done
within 12 hours of his massage. | am
thrilled with his response to your loving
touch and can not wait until next time.
I made sure that | told Dr. Curtis about
all of his reactions and his lack of
reaction when he had the massage.
She was very happy and is still very
interested in getting you in the clinic
soon.

| am so pleased about this work and
the impact we can have on others’
lives. | was invited to participate in a
Veterinarian’'s open house and worked
on many dogs and a couple of cats.
Since then, | have been working with
individual pets, and rescue groups to
assist in making animals more
adoptable and will be speaking to
Jonathan Rudinger, of Pet Massage
Ltd. to find out about bringing animal
massage to the Girl Scouts of Florida. |
look forward to sharing this work with
more veterinarians.
